	INDOOR ENHANCEMENT –
Sand: add CNY story puppets
Maths: number track with Chinese writing
Construction: making a Chinese arch

Sound station: Chinese music, triangles, (xylophone)?, ribbon sticks
Easel: red paper and gold paint: copy or trace Chinese letter shapes. 
Writing area: trace or copy Chinese writing with gold highlighter. Write a menu for a Chinese takeaway.
Fine motor: fans, dragons (concertina folding)

Workshop: decorate wedding invitations (wedding at Cana).
Dough: Chinese crockery? Food packets

Books: dual language? Stories linked to theme

	Circle time – Learning intention
	To enjoy an introduction to the mini topic of Chinese New Year. 
To experience and respond to the stimuli with verbal contributions to circle time.

To understand and explore the purpose of a globe.

To take part and contribute to whole class discussion.

To begin tp have an appreciation about other countries, and our place in the world.
	Begins to use anti-clockwise movement and re-trace vertical lines
Hears and says the initial sound in words

Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together.
Listens and responds to ideas expressed by others in conversation and discussion.

Notices what adults say and do, imitating what is observed… progressing towards doing it spontaneously when the adult is not there. (LAs)

Link sounds to letters … know which letter shapes represent some of the sounds. (HAs)
	CELEBRATION 
Gather: Dim lights, gather in a circle around altar, singing ‘Son of God, Come Lord Jesus.’ Repeat Taize style.
Word of God: Listen to story of the wedding at Cana. Think about the miracle, and about other miracles you have learned about. Quiet time (30 secs-1 minute).

Response to the Word: Why did Jesus perform these miracles? Because he is the Son of God, and He is doing God’s work. How can you do God’s work? Think about how you will do this today in nursery. Play CD quietly and pass around the holding cross.

Go Forth (Mission): Take home some homework, a sheet explaining to parents and families that the children would like to share the stories of Jesus’s miracles with them at home.

	Knows that a group of things changes in quantity when something is added or taken away.
Counts up to 3 or 4 objects by saying one number name for each item.

Estimates how many there are, and checks by counting.
Uses the language, ‘And one more makes …’ ‘And one fewer makes …’
	Shows interest in different ways of life.

Sings a few simple, familiar songs.

Beginning to move rhythmically.

Imitates movement in response to music.
Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.

Experiments with different ways of moving.

	Circle time – activity

Prayers will be said, as an act of collective worship, before circle time each morning. 


	Tell ch we are going to be learning about a festival (CNY) celebrated by people in England, and in other countries, especially China.  Encounter and explore the globe. Look at England, where we live, and China. Talk about ways to travel around the globe. Locate countries known to the children, eg. Countries they have travelled to, or which they know through their culture.

CG to show ch first part of DVD (about a Chinese family from Manchester), and discuss their favourite or well-remembered features. 
KR to model and demonstrate the number track, writing, fans, sand and water.
	Warm up by carrying out some gross motor ‘Write Dance’ movements to ‘Dragon, dragon’ and ‘Clicking castanets’ all together. (Children have begun to form some anti-clockwise letter shapes, and to re-trace vertical lines, as they now have their own name card at home, showing standard letter formation).
Demonstrate the model and shared writing that Cath will carry out outside. Talk for writing: KR and “…” (need to provide opportunities for role play to ensure progression in CL) to role play telephone conversation, ordering a Chinese takeaway. CG then to support “…” with speaking in role as they order a takeaway. The other children may also make verbal suggestions to peer support these children. Cath to have some food packets as visual reminders.

When doing the shared writing, taking down orders, encourage ‘bears’ phonics group to identify phonemes they can hear, particularly initial ones. Higher achiever: LHto scribe graphemes on own dry-wipe board, other HAs to scribe on class board: SW, CS, …
	
	Place dragons made by children in a line and ask them to tell adult how to do some ‘good’ counting, so that we can find out how many we have made all together. Before starting, ask ch to estimate (remind them that this means ‘guess’) how many there are. Write their estimates on the board. 
Ch should talk about:

*counting slowly

*putting items in a line

*saying one number name for each item, whilst touching it

*knowing that the last number we say is the total (when we ask, “So how many?”)

Take some dragons away and re-count. Together, practice saying, ‘And one more makes …’ Adult to demonstrate by saying the next number name in the sequence each time. Ch to get busy, one adult to stay on carpet with HAs, teaching them the similar concept of ‘And one fewer makes …’
	Dragon dance in the hall with Reception!

Use large dragon head and material, ribbon sticks, Chinese music. Write Dance gross motor movements for ‘Dragon, dragon.’
We are also going to act out the story of Chinese New Year, involving the animal race. The children will have a turn at wearing an animal mask, listening for their turn in the story, before running across the ‘river.’

Focus on blending and segmenting this week, and initial sounds.

Practice:  cross the river for blending

Apply: choose a letter shape in turn, and match to an object according to initial sound.

Teach: ‘p.’ Writing standard formation on IWB, modeled by adult. JP song. Identify typed words containing ‘p.’

Practice: play eye spy names.

Apply: MAs to say the eye spy rhyme.

Revisit: segmenting with Georgi’s gym

Teach: how many sounds in …? Have no’s 1-3 laid out on floor, adult to hop along after we have segmented an object, to show how many phonemes in the word.

Revisit: play Georgi’s gym by blending today.

Revisit: segmenting with picnic basket items.

Teach: eye spy names with initial sound. Jump in the hoop if your name begins with ‘M’ or ‘S,’ etc.
