MA: Enjoy sharing the songs about the refuse collector
	Shared writing: together, orally compose a message to a friend from our class on a large-scale postcard. T model breaking flow of speech into words by drawing underlines. Extend HAs by asking them to write graphemes for the phonemes we hear in the words we want to write.

MA: Enjoy the postperson song with the children.
	Lay out a large number track on the floor. Ask LAs to find the correct Numicon piece to place on each number to 10. Model building numbers beyond 10 with Numicon. ‘One ten and one, one ten and two,’ etc. Challenge HAs to build the numbers with T facilitation. Finish by chanting numbers to 20, whilst T points out numerals on the chart.
