	REFLECTIONS/NEXT STEPS
We will continue to observe the three children who are coming to our Nursery for the first time, settling them in, and helping them to become familiar with the routine and boundaries. We will complete a baseline assessment for these children over the next three weeks.
Mrs A has done some shared reading with those children who are not currently on track for end of year expectations for reading. Next week, Mrs P will carry out some PD intervention with a group of children who need a little intervention in this area.

We will have time to spend with the children in continuous and enhanced provision this week, working to develop language, follow the children’s interests and gather observations.
	

	INDOOR ENHANCEMENT –
Role play: café. Menus and recipe books to read. Sets of place settings, materials to make sandwiches, Numicon for drinks.
Maths area: count out the correct number of fruit for each teddy, looking at the numeral on their tummy.

Book corner: recipe books and storyboard of ‘The Tiger who Came to Tea.’

Writing area: shopping lists and instructions for making a cheese sandwich.

Sand: empty sand pit and fill with lentils and 2 sets weighing scales. Ch to use a recipe to weigh out lentils to make a stew.

Workshop: use materials to make a pretend pizza.

Water: give drinks to the dolls. Read instructions, eg. 3 cupfuls of water in the doll’s cup.

Dough: make a pizza with natural coloured dough. What shape should it be? Add circle pepperoni, triangle pineapples, oblong grated cheese
