	Maths

This week, we’d like you to look at measuring and comparing things by their weight!

We have looked in Reception at weighing things such as fruit, from the heaviest to the lightest. 
This week, why not ask a grown up to choose 5 or 6 different objects and see if you can ‘estimate’ (guess) which one will be the heaviest, lightest, and put them in order. The, use your home scales to find out if your estimations were correct!  You could, if you have it, use some old wrapping paper or even newspaper to wrap each item up like a parcel, and create a Post Office Role play game.

Some of you might want to estimate how many grams each item weighs too, and see if you were close! Remember, an estimate should be a good guess, not a silly one.  Please select the worksheet on the school website that provides the best level of challenge for your child.
	Literacy

Here are a few ideas you could choose from this week:

1. Make a poster or picture showing what you know about recycling and looking after our world. You might label what you draw, or write a sentence about it at the bottom. 

2. Write a postcard or letter to a friend. You could safely post it to them if your parents have any stamps, OR take a picture of it, and send that.

3. What do you need to write on a postcard or letter so that it will get there? An address! Practice learning and have a go at writing your own address this week! Seeing an address really helps the Postal Workers to know where to send it! 

4. Make a thank you card or poster for your postman/lady or refuse collectors! There are lots of ideas online, or you could make your own!
