Introduction 

Music is a foundation subject in the National curriculum. It refers to the creative, aesthetic and emotional responses to sound and rhythm. We aim to give children a broad music education, ensuring that singing is also an important part of every child’s school life from Early Years through the Key Stages. 
Intent
We aim to help the children build upon the natural talents they already have. We encourage a positive attitude towards music. We aim to promote independent learning and confidence to enable children to gain the knowledge, skills and understanding to enjoy music to the full.
St. Peter’s music curriculum aims to ensure that all pupils;

· enjoy creating music at their own level.

· express their feelings and ideas through musical experiences.

· perform, listen to, review, appraise and evaluate music across a range of historic periods, genres, styles, and traditions, including the works of great composers and musicians, such as -The Ten Pieces and The Beatles. 
· develop a broad music education, which includes performing, composing, listening, appraising and evaluating.
· experiment and explore a range of instruments, body percussion, singing and movement.
· compose and perform musical compilations on their own and with others using tuned and untuned instruments.
· use appropriate technology and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence.
· understand and explore musical vocabulary such as: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and musical notation at the appropriate level. To help them compose, understand, discuss their work independently and with others.
· to take on board other people’s ideas comments and be confident to express their own view point.

· see themselves as a musician and feel a sense of achievement and fulfilment in music.

· Experience playing a tuned instrument with TMS specialist.

Implementation
St Peter’s music curriculum is implemented in a variety of ways.

· A specialist peripatetic music teacher, working with Key stage 1 and Key stage 2 children for singing. 
· Early Years Foundation Stage Music is delivered through the Early year curriculum in the area of Expressive arts and design.
· Class teachers.
· A weekly music lesson.

· A specialist peripatetic music teacher to teach trombones and cornets.
· School choir.
· Visiting musicians.

· School productions and performances.

· The use of ICT.
· Visits and performances in the community.

· Masses and Church ceremonies
