Curriculum management, organisation and variety of teaching styles are central to St Peter’s philosophy, ethos,  aims,  attitudes and values. All contribute to the personal, social and healthy development of children in school.  
Time Allocation
At St Peter’s School, we allocate a discreet weekly session in the timetable.  In addition, opportunities to teach PSHSE  are taken throughout the school day when teaching the full curriculum and other cross-curricular subjects.

Whole school and departmental assemblies provide opportunities twice weekly to enhance pupils’ spiritual, moral, social and cultural development, promoting and celebrating the school’s values and achievements. PSHE  permeates the whole school curriculum. 

Curriculum and School Organisation
St Peter’s uses the JIGSAW scheme of work  as the main resource for teaching PSHE.   
Circle time-topics include Philosphy for Children (P4C) discussions and activities on bullying, relationships, making choices, loss, (divorce, death, separation), healthy eating, emotional literacy, stress, anger management, smoking, drugs, moral dilemmas.

The Pupil Leadership Team, with two representatives from each class, is involved in discussions about all aspects of school life. Meetings are held each term to discuss and take decisions on various aspects,  including the school environment, behaviour, sports and arts provision, healthy school lunches and fund-raising activities. The Head Teacher and PSHE co-ordinator are responsible for co-ordinating the PLT. The Chair of Governors is invited to attend. 
Through JIGSAW and the wider curriculum, teachers at St Peter’s provide:

· A clear and consistent framework of values, supported and agreed by all, in which to work

· A classroom climate that encourages a high level of interest and all children to explore and develop attitudes, skills and knowledge related to the learning outcomes

· Opportunities for personal growth outside the classroom through school responsibility, extra –curricular activities and educational visits,

We provide opportunities for personal, social and health development through :
· Individual, peer group, collaborative group work, discussion and role-play

· Involvement in a range of problem solving activities

· Preparation and presentation of tasks for different audiences

· Positive self and peer assessment

· Developmental marking with oral or written comments

· Active participation in the community served by the school

Through our general routines, in and out of the classroom, and the way in which individuals relate to each other, children are helped to form their attitudes and values. By building positive working relationships between pupils and staff, all members of our school family are valued as individuals. Children learn the need for good manners, self-discipline and appropriate behaviour, in whatever situation they find themselves.Achievements outside school are commented on and rewarded with certificates at the Head Teacher’s assembly each week.
Partnership with Parents and the Local Community
At St Peter’s Catholic Primary School, we aim for PSHE  to complement the personal and social development of children provided in the home and the local community. A high priority is working with parents and is a vital part of the whole school approach. PSHE features as part of our curriculum evenings, and parents are invited to look at the resources that we use and to seek advice or ask questions. Parents are also encouraged to become involved in the life of the school, helping in class, with extra-curricular activities and in fund raising. Parents at St Peter’s School are able to discuss the Sex & Relationships Education policy of the school and receive guidance and support. The school has a selection of books requested by our parents to support them in personal dialogue with their child
St Peter’s School values the contributions of the community and outside agencies to the personal, social and health development and citizenship of its children through active involvement in the life and philosophy of the school.

St Peter’s School invites a wide range of representatives to talk to the children, including the school nurse, local M.P, police, fire service, charity agencies and members of religious communities.
